No. 4174. - ADDITIONAL AGREEMENT 2 TO THE CONVENTION
BETWEEN THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE REPUBLIC
OF POLAND SIGNED AT ATHENS ON APRIL 22ND, 1931,
RELATING TO THE OPERATION OF REGULAR AIR LINES.
SIGNED AT ATHENS, OCTOBER 5TH, 1936.

French official text communicated by the Permanent Delegate of Greece to the League of Nations. The
registration of this Additional Agreement took place September 4th, 1937.

His MAJESTY THE KING OF THE HELLENES
and

His EXCELLENCY THE PRESIDENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF POLAND,
Being equally desirous of further developing air communications between the two countries,

have resolved to that end to conclude an Additional Agreement to the Convention 3 between the
Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Poland, signed at Athens, April 22nd, 1931, relating to
the Operation of Regular Air Lines, under Article 3 of the same, and have appointed as their
respective Plenipotentiaries :

His MAJESTY THE KING OF THE HELLENES

His Excellency General Jean METAXAS, Prime Minister and Minister for Foreign
Affairs, and

His Excellency General Michel PASSARIS, Under-Secretary of State at the Air Ministry

His EXCELLENCY THE PRESIDENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF POLAND :

His Excellency Monsieur Wladyslaw DE SCHWARZBURG-GONTHER, Envoy Extraordinary
and Minister Plenipotentiary of the Republic of Poland in Athens, and

His Excellency Monsieur Aleksander BOBKOWSKI, Under-Secretary of State at the
Ministry of Communications ;

Who, having communicated their full powers, found in good and due form, have agreed on
the following provisions

Article I.

The Government of the Republic of Poland agrees, in so far as Polish territory is concerned,
to the extension of the air line Thessaloniki-Sofia-Bucharest-Lw6w, established under Article I
of the above-mentioned Convention, to Warsaw and Gdynia, and vice versa.

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The Government of the Kingdom of Greece agrees, in so far as Greek territory is concerned,
to the extension of the air line Lw6w-Bucharest-Sofia-Thessaloniki, established under Article I
of the above-mentioned Convention, in the direction of Palestine, with a landing in Athens.

Article 2.

The two High Contracting Parties mutually guarantee that Greek and Polish air navigation
undertakings shall at all times enjoy all privileges accorded by the Greek and Polish Governments
after the signature of the present Agreement to any other foreign air companies possessing rights
of operation within their respective territories.

Article 3.

The present Agreement shall be ratified and the instruments of ratification shall be exchanged
at Warsaw as soon as possible.

It shall remain in force for the same period as the Convention aforementioned, and shall be
subject in respect of its entry into force, revision and extension to the conditions specified in the
second paragraph of Article 19 of the said Convention.

Done at Athens in duplicate, the fifth day of October, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-six.

In faith whereof the Plenipotentiaries have signed the present Agreement and have thereto
affixed their seals.
