Recognizing the need to expedite the provision of certain resources to the United Na-
tions in order to effectively implement in a timely manner the mandate of the United Na-
tions Peacekeeping Operations authorized by the Security Council,

Further recognizing that the advantages of pledging resources for Peacekeeping Oper-
ations contributes to enhancing flexibility and low costs,

Have reached the following understanding:

I. PURPOSE

The purpose of the present Memorandum of Understanding is to identify the resources
which the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland has
indicated that it will provide to the United Nations for use in Peacekeeping Operations un-
der the specified conditions.

II. DESCRIPTION OF RESOURCES

1. The detailed description of the resources to be provided by the Government of the
United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is set out in Annex one to the
present Memorandum of Understanding.

2. At Annex two is a list of additional resources which will be made available to the
United Nations after October 2001. The detailed information on these additional resources
will be notified to the United Nations by the Government of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland in an Exchange of Letters.

3. In the preparation of the Annexes, the Government of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland and the United Nations have followed the United Nations
Guidelines for the provision of resources for United Nations Peacekeeping Operations.

III. CONDITION OF PROVISION

The final decision whether to actually deploy the resources remains a decision by the
Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland.

IV. COMING INTO EFFECT

The present Memorandum of Understanding will come into effect on the date of its sig-
nature.

V. MODIFICATION

The present Memorandum of Understanding including the Annexes, may be modified
at any time by the Parties through Exchange of Letters.

VI. TERMINATION

The Memorandum of Understanding may be terminated at any time by either Party,
subject to a period of notification of not less than three months to the other Party.
