EXCHANGE OF NOTES BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED KING-
DOM OF GREAT BRITAIN AND NORTHERN IRELAND AND THE GOVERNMENT

OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA TERMINATING THE LEASED BASES
AGREEMENT OF 27 MARCH 1941 AND RELATED LEASE AND OTHER AR-

RANGEMENTS REGARDING THE ESTABLISHMENT, USE, OPERATION AND
DEFENCE OF THE UNITED STATES BASES ON BERMUDA

The Secretary of State of the United States ofAmerica to the British Ambassador at

Washington

Washington, 18 June 2002

Excellency:

I have the honour to refer to the Agreement between the Government of the United
States of America and the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and North-
ern Ireland relating to the bases leased to the United States of America, and related ex-
changes of notes, done at London March 27, 1941, as amended and supplemented by the
instruments listed in Annex 1 to this note (hereinafter collectively referred to as "the 1941
Agreement"), and to the related lease and other arrangements regarding the establishment,
use, operation and defence of United States bases on Bermuda.

Discussions between representatives of our two Governments have established that the
United States has no further need for any leased areas on Bermuda that were made available
to the United States under the 1941 Agreement. As a result of these discussions, and the
Government of the United Kingdom having consulted the Government of Bermuda, I have
the further honor to propose the following, which will result in the return of all such leased
areas to the Government of the United Kingdom for the benefit of the Government of Ber-
muda.

1. The Government of the United States of America hereby gives notice of its intention
to abandon all leased areas in Bermuda subject to the 1941 Agreement in accordance with
Article XXI of the 1941 Agreement. Notwithstanding the one-year minimum notice re-
quirement provided for by that Article, I propose that this notice of abandonment shall be-
come effective upon the date of your Excellency's confirming reply to this note.

2. The Government of the United States of America hereby renounces its right to reoc-
cupy any leased areas in Bermuda under the 1941 Agreement.

3. The 1941 Agreement (including the instruments amending and supplementing it list-
ed in Annex I to this note) is hereby terminated with respect to the United States and the
United Kingdom. As a consequence thereof, the Government of the United States of Amer-
ica confirms that the related lease and other arrangements concluded with the Government
of Bermuda including those listed in Annex 2 to this note are also terminated.

4. The Government of the United Kingdom shall extend to Bermuda the Agreement
Between the Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty regarding the Status of Their Forces, done
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at London on June 19, 1951, in accordance with Article XX of that Agreement, and shall
provisionally apply that Agreement in Bermuda until the notification of its extension to
Bermuda takes effect on 18 July 2002 in accordance with the said Article XX.

5. The Government of the United States of America will pay the Government of the
United Kingdom, for the benefit of the Government of Bermuda, the sum of eleven million
U.S. dollars ($11,000,000) in consideration of the termination of all obligations relating to
the maintenance and repair of the Longbird Bridge under and pursuant to the 1941 Agree-
ment, including the Exchange of Notes of 5/6 December 1978 referred to in Annex I to this
note and the related lease and other arrangements regarding the establishment, use, opera-
tion and defence of United States bases on Bermuda.

6. The Government of the United States of America and the Government of the United
Kingdom hereby waive the right to pursue any and all claims related to the leased areas in
Bermuda under the 1941 Agreement.

If the foregoing proposals are acceptable to the Government of the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Northern Ireland, I have the honor to propose that this note, including An-
nexes I and 2, together with Your Excellency's affirmative reply, shall constitute an agree-
ment between our Governments which will enter into force upon the date of Your
Excellency's reply.

Accept, Excellency, the renewed assurances of my highest consideration.

J'ai lhonneur de me r6f6rer A l'Accord entre le Gouvernement des Etats-Unis
d'Am6rique et le Gouvemement du Royaume-Uni de Grande-Bretagne et d'lrlande du
Nord relatif aux bases c6d6es A bail aux Etats-Unis d'Am6rique et A l'change de notes con-
nexes fait A Londres le 27 mars 1941, tel que modifi6 et compl6t6 par les instruments
6numr6s A lannexe 1 A la pr6sente note (lensemble 6tant ci-apr~s d6nomm6 " l'Accord de
1941 "), ainsi qu'aux baux et autres arrangements connexes concernant l'6tablissement,
lutilisation, le fonctionnement et la d6fense des bases des Etats-Unis aux Bermudes.

Les entretiens qui ont eu lieu entre les repr6sentants de nos deux Gouvemements ont
permis d'6tablir que les Etats-Unis n'ont plus besoin des zones cdd6es A bail qui avaient 6t6
mises A leur disposition aux Bermudes en vertu de I'Accord de 1941. Suite A ces entretiens
et apr~s consultation entre le Gouvernement du Royaume-Uni et le Gouvemement des Ber-
mudes, je vous soumets la proposition suivante, qui se traduira par le retour de toutes les
zones ainsi d6tenues A bail au Gouvernement du Royaume-Uni au profit du Gouvernement
des Bermudes.

1. Le Gouvemement des Etats-Unis d'Am6rique donne par la pr6sente avis de son in-
tention de renoncer A toutes les zones d6tenues A bail aux Bermudes tombant sous le coup
de l'Accord de 1941, conform6ment A Particle XXI dudit Accord. Nonobstant le pr6avis
minimum d'un an pr6vu dans cet article, je propose que le pr6avis prenne effet A la date A
laquelle Votre Excellence donnera confirmation de la pr6sente note en r6ponse.

2. Le Gouvemement des Etats-Unis d'Am6rique renonce par la pr6sente A son droit de
r6occuper toute zone d6tenue A bail en vertu de l'Accord de 1941.

3. L'Accord de 1941 (y compris les instruments le modifiant et le compl6tant 6num~r6s
dans l'annexe 1 A la pr6sente note) cesse par la pr6sente de produire ses effets en ce qui con-
ceme les Etats-Unis et le Royaume-Uni. En cons6quence de quoi, le Gouvernement des
Etats-Unis confirme que les baux et autres arrangements connexes conclus avec le Gouv-
ernement des Bermudes, y compris ceux 6numfr6s A l'annexe 2 A la prdsente note, cessent
6galement de produire leurs effets.
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4. Le Gouvernement du Royaume-Uni dtendra aux Bermudes la Convention entre les
Etats parties au Traitd de l'Atlantique Nord sur le statut de leurs forces, faite A Londres le
19 juin 1951, conformment d Particle XX dudit Accord, et appliquera A titre provisoire cet
Accord aux Bermudesjusqu'A ce que la notification de son extension aux Bermudes prenne
effet le 18 juillet 2002, conformiment audit article XX.

5. Le Gouvernement des Etats-Unis d'Am6rique paiera au Gouvernement du
Royaume-Uni, au profit du Gouvernement des Bermudes, la somme de onze millions de
dollars am6ricains (11.000.000 USD) pour le d~dommager de la cessation de toutes les ob-
ligations ayant trait A lentretien et A la r6paration du pont Longbird en vertu et en applica-
tion de l'Accord de 194 1, y compris l'6change de notes du 5 mars 1978 vis6 A l'annexe 1 de
la pr~sente note, et aux baux et autres arrangements connexes concernant l'6tablissement,
l'utilisation, le fonctionnement et la defense des bases des Etats-Unis aux Bermudes.

6. Le Gouvernement des Etats-Unis d'Amdrique et le Gouvernement du Royaume-Uni
renoncent par la pr~sente au droit de poursuivre toutes demandes relatives aux zones c6d~es
A bail aux Bermudes en vertu de l'Accord de 1941.
