AGREEMENT FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE CARIBBEAN

TELECOMMUNICATIONS UNION

The Governments of the Member States of the Caribbean Community, recognising the
sovereign right of each State to regulate its telecommunication system:

Aware of the growing importance of telecommunications for the social and economic
development of all States:

Conscious of the need to foster international cooperation and economic and social de-
velopment among peoples by means of efficient telecommunications Services:

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1. Establishment of the Caribbean Telecommunications Union

The Caribbean Telecommunications Union (hereinafter referred to as "the Union" is
hereby established with the membership, functions and powers as specified in this
Agreement.

Article 2. Membership

Membership of the Union shall be open to:

(a) Member States of the Caribbean Community;

(b) Any other country within the Caribbean Region able and willing to exercise the
rights and assume the obligations of membership of the Union, and which is admitted as a
member by unanimous decision of the General Conference.

Article 3. Objectives of the Union

The objectives of the Union shall be -

(a) To facilitate the coordination of the planning, programming and development of in-
traregional and international communications networks to meet the immediate and future
telecommunications needs of the Region.

(b) To assist the development of the national components of regional and international
telecommunications networks.

(c) To promote the general awareness of the telecommunications needs of the
Caribbean Region and its potential for promoting the socio-economic development of the
Region.

(d) To encourage the exchange of information, views and ideas between the telecom-
munications administrations of Members.

(e) To foster coordination within the Caribbean Region of technical standards and rout-
ing plans for intraregional and international traffic.
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(f) To seek the adoption of efficient operating methods in national, regional and inter-
national telecommunications services.

(g) To harmonize as far as possible the positions of Members in preparation for inter-
national and regional telecommunications conferences and other meetings.

(h) To encourage and assist Members in the establishment and development of tele-
communications industries.

(j) To encourage the transfer of technology in the field of telecommunications among
Members.

(0) To establish linkages with the information bases of other telecommunications or-
ganisations and, in particular, the Centre for Telecommunications Development at the In-
ternational Telecommunications Union (ITU) in Geneva.

Article 4. Functions of the Union

In pursuance of its objectives, the Union may:

(a) Undertake, in coordination with the ITU when appropriate, technical and other
studies relating to developments in telecommunication technology of common interest to
its Members.

(b) Encourage the exchange of information, technical experts and other specialized
personnel amongst the telecommunications organisations of its Members.

(c) Study or arrange for the study of the feasibility of the transfer of technology in the
field of telecommunications amongst its Members.

(d) Arrange where so required for the provision of technical cooperation among its
Members for the realisation of their telecommunications projects.

(e) Advise its Members on the assessment of their needs with respect to telecommun-
ciations personnel and programmes for training.

(f) Promote and assist in the formulation and implementation of bilateral or multilat-
eral telecommunications programmes within the Caribbean Region in cooperation with ap-
propriate international or regional organisations.

(g) Organise Conferences, Seminars and Workshops.
(h) Draw upon the resources of other regional and international telecommunications

organisations and, in particular, the Centre for Telecommunications Development.
(i) Provide a forum for the discussion and resolution of telecommunications issues

concerning the Region.

Article 5. Organs of the Union

1. The Organs of the Union shall be the General Conference, the Executive Council
and the Secretariat as the permanent Organs, and the Technical Conference as the non-per-
manent Organ.

2. Meetings of the Organs of the Union shall be held at the Headquarters of the Union,
unless the respective Organs decide otherwise.
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Article 6. Headquarters of the Union

The Headquarters of the Union shall be established in the Member State of Trinidad
and Tobago.

Article 7. Official language of the Union

The official language of the Union shall be English.

Article 8. The general conference

1. The General Conference shall be the supreme Organ of the Union and shall be com-
posed of the Ministerial representatives of Members of the Union.

2. Each Member of the Union shall have one vote in the General Conference.

3. The representatives of entities operating in the region involved in telecommunica-
tions may participate in the deliberations of the General Conference as advisers to Members
of the Union.

4. The General Conference shall meet in ordinary session biennially and in extraordi-
nary session when circumstances require. Extraordinary sessions shall be convened by the
President of the General Conference at the request of two-thirds of the Members of the
Union.

5. The General Conference shall

a) establish general policies for the fulfilment of the objectives of the Union;

b) receive and consider the reports of the Executive Council on the activities of the
Union as well as the reports and recommendations of the other principal Organs of the
Union;

c) conclude or revise, if necessary, agreements between the Union and other parties;

d) revise this Agreement as it deems necessary;

e) examine and approve the programme of activities of the Union and its biennial
budget;

f) adopt its own rules of procedures;

g) adopt the principle of contributions by Members of the Union and determine the
scale of contribution by Members;

h) establish the structure of the Secretariat and elect the Secretary-General of the Union
and determine the salary and other conditions of service.

i) establish such subsidiary Organs it shall deem necessary to achieve the objectives of
the Union and approve the rules and regulations in accordance with which these Organs
shall function;

j) approve the staff rules and regulations and the financial and other rules and regula-
tions governing the activities of the Union;

k) adopt at the conclusion of each of its sessions a report addressed to all Members;
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1) appoint the Auditors of the Union.

6. Two-thirds of the Members of the Union shall constitute a quorum for meetings of
the General Conference.

7. Subject to the provisions of this Agreement, the decisions of the General Conference
shall be made by a consensus of all Members present and eligible to vote.

Article 9. President and vice president of the Union

1. The General Conference shall elect the President and Vice-President of the Union
at each ordinary session from among the representatives of Members of the Union and they
shall hold office until the next ordinary session of the General Conference but they shall be
eligible for re-election to the same office for one further term.

2. The President shall preside over sessions of the General Conference and each such
session shall determine the date and venue of the next ordinary session of the General
Conference.

3. If the President is for any reason unable to perform the functions of his office, the
Vice-President shall perform those functions.

4. If neither the President nor the Vice-President is able to preside over any session of
the General Conference, a Chairman for the session shall be elected from among the Min-
isterial representatives of the Members present.

Article 10. The Executive Council

1. The Executive Council shall comprise all Members of the Union.

2. Each Member of the Executive Council shall be represented at meetings of the
Council by one representative who may be accompanied by advisers and such representa-
tive shall, as far as practicable, be a person qualified or experienced in the field of telecom-
munications or directly responsible to or for the telecommunications administration of the
Member.

3. The Executive Council, pursuant to such policies as the General Conference may es-
tablish and such specific directives as the General Conference may issue, shall -

a) supervise the administrative functions of the Union;

b) formulate such regulations as it may consider necessary for the administrative, fi-
nancial, technical and other activities of the Union;

c) consider the programme of activities and budget of the Union and submit them for
the approval of the General Conference;

d) assess the annual contribution of each Member of the Union to the expenditure of
the Union;

e) consider and approve agreements with other parties other than agreements referred
to in Article 10 (4)(b);

f) consider the annual report on the activities of the Union and arrange for the audited
accounts of the Union to be submitted to the next General Conference;
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g) approve the agenda of the General Conference as well as the agenda and

programmes of the Technical Conferences and Seminars submitted to it by the Secretary-

General;

h) fix the salaries and allowances of officers of the Union, other than the Secretary-

General;

i) fix the date of the Meeting of the Technical Conference preceding the next General

Conference;

j) determine the representation of the Union at Conferences or meetings to which the

Union may be invited;

k) adopt its own rules of procedure.

4. The Executive Council shall -

a) between the sessions of the General Conference be the decision-making body of the

Union within the limits of the powers delegated to it by the General Conference;

b) submit to the General Conference proposals concerning the entering into agree-

ments and contracts by the Union with Governments or institutions or other entities desir-

ous of assisting the Union or its members in achieving the objectives of the Union.

5. The Executive Council shall elect a Chairman and Vice- Chairman biennially from

among its Members; they shall hold office until the election of their successors in office but
they shall be eligible for re-election provided always that no person shall be eligible for

election to the same office for more than two successive terms of office.

6. The Executive Council shall meet at least once in every year. The Chairman shall

summon a meeting of the Executive Council at the request of two-thirds of the Members of
the Union.

7. A quorum for a meeting of the Executive Council shall be two-thirds of its Members.

Article 11. The Secretariat

1. The Secretariat shall be the principal administrative Organ of the Union and shall

comprise the Secretary-General, as its chief administrative officer, and such other staff as
may be required. The Secretary-General shall be elected by the General Conference for a

period extending up to the election of a successor in office at the next ordinary session of

the General Conference, but the officer shall be eligible for re-election.

2. The Secretary-General shall be responsible to the Executive Council for all admin-

istrative and financial activities of the Union.

3. The Secretary-General shall be the legal representative of the Union.

4. Without prejudice to the generality of the powers of the chief administrative officer

of the Secretariat, the Secretary- General shall -

a) prepare the provisional programme and two-year budget of the Union and submit
them to the Executive Council for the consideration of the General Conference;

b) prepare an annual budget and submit it to the Council for approval;
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c) present audited accounts of the Union for the preceding financial year to the Council
for consideration and approval;

d) attend all meetings of the Conference and the Council in a consultative capacity;

e) appoint the other staff of the Secretariat, ensuring as far as practicable the equitable
distribution among the members of the Union;

f) implement decisions of the General Conference and the Executive Council;
g) take the necessary measures together with Members of the Union to ensure the im-

plementation of the various programmes approved by the Union;

h) prepare and present to the Executive Council, an annual report on the activities of
the Union;

i) prepare and circulate to Members of the Union and the Executive Council, periodic
reports on the activities of the Union;

j) convene all meetings and conferences of the Union and provide the Secretariat ser-
vices;

k) perform such other similar duties as may be assigned to him by the General Confer-
ence or the Executive Council;

1) act as Secretary to the Executive Council.

Article 12. Technical Conference

1. The Technical Conference shall be composed of experts from Members of the Union
and shall convene immediately prior to the ordinary session of the General Conference.

2. International and regional telecommunications organisations and other bodies in-
volved in telecommunications may be invited to attend as observers at sessions of the Tech-
nical Conference which shall consider special subjects relating to regional and international
telecommunications and items put on its agenda by the General Conference or the Execu-
tive Council.

3. The report of the Technical Conference shall be submitted to the General
Conference.

Article 13. Finances of the Union

1. The expenses of the Union shall be borne by Members of the Union as apportioned
by the Executive Council in determining the annual contributions of Members.

2. The revenue of the Union shall be derived from the annual contributions of Members
of the Union, grants and donations and income earned by the Union for any services pro-
vided by it.

3. The expenses of the Union shall be made up of the administrative costs relating to -
(a) sessions of the General Conference;

(b) sessions of the Executive Council;

(c) the Secretariat;
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(d) the Technical Conferences;

(e) seminars and other approved activities;

(f) sessions of subsidiary bodies established by the Union;

(g) technical assistance activities.

4. Members of the Union and observers shall bear the expenses of their delegations to
meetings of any of the Organs of the Union.

5. The accounts of the Union shall be kept in the currency specified by the Executive
Council.

Article 14. Legal status

1. The Union shall possess full juridical personality.

2. The Union shall enjoy in each Member State, such legal status and legal capacity
and such privileges and immunities as may be necessary for the fulfilment of its objectives
and the exercise of its functions.

Article 15. Suspension and forfeiture of rights of a member

1. Any Member of the Union whose contributions to the Union are in arrears for two
years shall forfeit its right to vote until such time as this situation is rectified.

2. The General Conference may, by a two-thirds majority of the Members of the
Union, suspend a Member which -

(a) practises a policy contrary to the objectives and principles of the Union;

(b) fails to honour its financial obligations to the Union for four (4) consecutive years.

3. The General Conference may, by a two-thirds majority of the Members of the
Union, revoke the suspension of a Member suspended under the provisions of 2(a) of this
Article.

4. Suspension of a Member shall not affect its obligation to fulfill its financial obliga-
tions to the Union during the period of suspension.

Article 16. Rules of procedure

Each Conference or Meeting of the Union shall adopt its own rules of procedure.

Article 17. Relations between the Union and other international bodies

1. In order to encourage regional and international co-operation in the field of telecom-
munications, the Union may collaborate with the International Telecommunications Union
and other international regional and sub-regional bodies whose activities and interests are
related to telecommunications. The Union may invite such bodies as observers to the pro-
ceedings of its conferences in a consultative capacity on the basis of reciprocity.
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2. Arrangements may be concluded between the Union and other international regional
and sub-regional bodies.

Article 18. Technical co-operation

1. Members of the Union shall promote the exchange of experts and other personnel.
They may also exchange study missions on technical and administrative matters and orga-
nise workshops and seminars.

2. The Union shall endeavour to secure training opportunities for executives and other
staff of Member States in cooperation with the International Telecommunications Union
and other specialised institutions in this field.

Article 19. Sovereign rights of Member States

1. The provisions of this Agreement shall be without prejudice to the national legisla-
tion of Members.

2. Nothing in this Agreement shall affect the right of Members of the Union to develop
and regulate their telecommunications networks and services.

Article 20. Amendment

Any Member of the Union may submit to the Secretary-General of the Union, propos-
als for the amendment of this Agreement for the consideration of the General Conference
and every such amendment shall take effect on receiving the unanimous approval of the
General Conference.

Article 21. Withdrawal

1. Any member of the Union may withdraw from membership of the Union by giving
not less than twelve months' notice in writing to the Secretary-General of the Union who
shall forthwith notify Members of the Union.

2. A Member withdrawing from the Union undertakes to honour all financial obliga-
tions duly incurred under this Agreement prior to the effective date of its withdrawal.

Article 22. Application ofprovisions of the International Telecommunication Convention

If any matter is not provided for in this Agreement, the Union shall act in conformity
with the relevant provisions of the International Telecommunication Constitution and Con-
vention in force and, in particular, those provisions relating to regional telecommunications
organisations.

Article 23. Implementation

Members of the Union undertake to take all steps necessary for the implementation of
this Agreement.
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Article 24. Signature

This Agreement shall be open for signature by any Member State of the Caribbean
Community.

Article 25. Ratification

This Agreement shall be subject to ratification by the signatory States in accordance
with their respective constitutional procedures. Instruments of Ratification shall be depos-
ited with the Secretary-General of the Caribbean Community who shall transmit certified
copies to each Member of the Union.

Article 26. Entry into force

This Agreement shall enter into force upon the deposit of seven instruments of Ratifi-
cation including Instruments of Ratification deposited on behalf of three MDCs.

Article 27. Accession

1. Any country referred to in Article 2(b) of this Agreement may accede to this Agree-
ment on such terms and conditions as may be determined by the General Conference.

2. Admission to membership shall take effect from the date on which an appropriate
Instrument of Accession is deposited with the Secretary-General of the Union.

CATIONS DES CARAIBES

Les Gouvernements des tats membres de la Communaut6 des Caraibes,

RECONNAISSANT le droit souverain que chaque tat poss~de de r~guler son
syst~me de t~lcommunications;

CONSTATANT limportance croissante des tl &communications dans le d~veloppe-
ment 6conomique;

CONSCIENTS de la n~cessit& de favoriser la cooperation internationale et le
d~veloppement 6conomique et social entre les peuples grdce A des services efficaces de
t&lcommunication;

SONT CONVENUS DE CE QUI SUIT:

Article premier. Creation de l'union des t0lcommunications des Caraibes

L'Union des t~lcommunications des Carai'bes (ci-apr~s d~nomm~e "l'Union") est
cr6e en vertu du present Accord, avec la composition, les fonctions et les pouvoirs sp~ci-
fi~s ci-apr~s.

Article 2. Composition

Pourront faire partir de l'Union:

a) les Etats membres de la Communaut6 des Cara'bes;

b) tout autre pays situ& A l'intfrieur de la Region des Caraoibes, capable et d~sireux
d'exercer les droits et d'assumer les obligations de la participation A l'Union, et qui est admis
en tant que membre par une dcision unanime de la Conference g~n~rale.

Article 3. Objectifs de l'Union

Les objectifs de l'Union sont les suivants:

a) faciliter la coordination de la planification, de la programmation et du dveloppe-
ment des r~seaux interr~gionaux et internationaux de communications, en mesure de r~pon-
dre aux besoins imm~diats et futurs en mati~re de t&lcommunications de la Region;

h) encourager et aider les membres A 6tablir et A d6velopper les industries sp6cialis6es
dans les t616communications.

i) encourager le transfert de technologies dans le secteur des t616communications entre
les membres;

j) 6tablir des relations avec les bases d'informations d'autres organisations de t616com-
munications et notamment le Centre pour le d6veloppement des t616communications de
lUnion internationale des t616communications (UIT) de Gen~ve.

Article 4. Fonctions de l'union

Conform6ment A ses objectifs, l'Union peut:

a) entreprendre, en coordination avec 'UIT le cas 6ch6ant, des 6tudes techniques et au-
tres li6es au d6veloppement de la technologie des t616communications pr6sentant un int6r~t
commun pour tous ses membres;

b) encourager les &changes d'informations, d'experts techniques et autre personnel sp6-
cialis6 entre organisations de t616communications de ses membres;

c) examiner ou pr6parer l'tude de faisabilit6 sur le transfert de technologie dans le sec-
teur des t616communications entre ses membres;

d) prendre des mesures, le cas 6ch6ant, pour la fourniture de coop6ration technique en-
tre les membres pour la r6alisation de leurs projets dans le secteur des t616communications;

e) conseiller ses membres sur 1'6valuation de leurs besoins en ce qui concerne le per-
sonnel affect6 aux t616communications et les programmes de formation;

i) constituer un forum pour l'examen des probl~mes de t06communications concemant
la R6gion et la recherche des solutions A y apporter.
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Article 5. Organes de l'Union

1. Les organes de l'Union sont la Conference g~n~rale, le Conseil ex~cutif et le
Secretariat, en tant qu'organes permanents, et la Conference technique A caract&re non
permanent.

2. Les reunions des organes de lUnion ont lieu au Siege de l'Union saufsi les int~ress~s
en d~cident autrement.

Article 6. Si~ge de l'Union

Le Siege de l'Union est instaIll dans l'ttat membre de Trinit6 et Tobago.

Article 7. Langue officielle de l'Union

La langue officielle de l'Union est langlais.

Article 8. La confrrence g~n~rale

1. La Conference g~nrale, organe supreme de I'Union, est compos~e des repr~sentants
au niveau minist~riel des membres de I'Union.

2. Chaque membre de l'Union dispose d'une voix dans la Conference g~n&rale.

3. Les repr~sentants d'entit~s de la R6gion, s'occupant de t~lcommunications, peuvent
participer aux d~lib~rations de la Conference g~nrale en tant que conseillers des membres
de l'Union.

4. La Conf&rence g~nrale se r~unit en session ordinaire tous les deux ans et en session
extraordinaire lorsque les circonstances l'exigent. Les sessions extraordinaires sont convo-
qu~es par le President de la Conference g~n~rale, A la demande des deux tiers des membres
de I'Union.

5. La Conference g~nrale est charg$e de:

a) d~finir les grandes orientations pour atteindre les objectifs de l'Union;

b) recevoir et examiner les rapports du Conseil ex6cutif sur les activit~s de l'Union
ainsi que les rapports et les recommandations des autres organes principaux de
l'Union;

c) conclure ou reviser, le cas &ch~ant, les accords entre l'Union et d'autres parties;

d) reviser le present Accord lorsqu'elle l'estime n~cessaire;

e) examiner et approuver le programme d'activit~s de l'Union et son budget
biennal;

f) adopter son r~glement int~rieur;

g) adopter le principe des contributions vers6es par les membres de l'Union et d6-
terminer 'chelle des contributions des membres;

h) 6tablir la structure du Secrtariat et &1ire le Secr~taire g6n6ral de l'Union; d6ter-
miner les traitements et autres conditions de service;
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i) cr6er les organes subsidiaires qu'elle estime n6cessaires pour atteindre les objec-
tifs de l'Union et approuver les r~gles et r~glements conform6ment auxquels
lesdits organes fonctionneront;

j) approuver le r~glement du personnel et les r~glements financiers et les autres r-
glements r6gissant les activit~s de l'Union;

k) adopter, A la conclusion de chacune de ses sessions, un rapport adress6 A tous
ses membres;

1) nommer les v6rificateurs des comptes de rUnion.

6. Les deux tiers des membres de l'Union constituent le quorum des r6unions de la
Conf6rence g6n6rale.

7. Sous r6serve des dispositions du pr6sent Accord, les d6cisions de la Conf6rence
g n6rale sont adopt6es par consensus de tous les membres pr6sents jouissant du droit de
vote.

Article 9. President et Vice-pr~sident de l'Union

1. La Conf6rence g6n6rale 61it le Pr6sident et le Vice-pr6sident de l'Union A chaque ses-
sion ordinaire parmi les repr6sentants des membres de l'Union, ceux-ci remplissent leur
mandatjusqu'A ]a session ordinaire suivante de la Conf6rence g6n6rale, mais ils sont r66li-
gibles A la m~me fonction pour un mandat suppl6mentaire.

2. Le Pr6sident pr6side les sessions de la Conf6rence g6n6rale, aux cours desquelles
sont fix6s la date et le lieu de la session ordinaire suivante de la Conf6rence g~n~rale.

3. Si, pour une raison quelconque, le Pr6sident est dans l'incapacit6 de remplir son
mandat, le Vice-pr6sident le remplace.

4. Si le Pr6sident ou le Vice-pr6sident sont l'un et l'autre dans l'incapacit6 de pr6sider
une session de la Conf6rence g6n6rale, un pr6sident de session est 6lu parmi les repr6sen-
tants minist6riels des membres pr6sents.

Article 10. Le conseil ex~cutif

1. Le Conseil ex6cutif est compos6 de tous les membres de lUnion.

2. Chaque membre du Conseil ex6cutif est repr6sent6 aux r6unions du Conseil par un
d616gu& qui peut 8tre accompagn6 de conseillers et ledit d&l1gu6 est, dans toute la mesure
du possible, une personne qualifi6e ou exp6riment6e dans le domaine des t6l&communica-
tions ou directement charg6e de ladministration des t616communications du pays membre.

3. Conform6ment aux orientations que la Conference g6n6rale peut fixer et A toute au-
tre directive sp6cifique qu'elle peut &galement donner, le Conseil ex6cutif:

a) contr6le le fonctionnement administratif de l'Union;

Article 12. Confrrence technique

5. Les comptes de l'Union doivent tre tenus dans la devise spcifi~e par le Conseil
ex~cutif.

Article 14. Statutjuridique

1. L'Union poss~de la personnalit& juridique pleine et enti&re.

2. L'Unionjouit, dans chaque tat membre, du statut et de la capacit6 juridiques requis
pour lui permettre d'atteindre ses objectifs et de remplir ses fonctions.

Article 15. Suspension et dcchance des droits d'un membre

1. Un membre de l'Union, dont les contributions l'Union sont dues depuis plus de
deux ans, perd son droit de vote jusqu'au moment ofi il a rem~di6 A la situation en question.

2. La Conference g~n~rale peut, A la majorit6 des deux tiers de ses membres, suspendre
