MEMORANDUM

OF SECURITY.ASSURANCES IN CONNECTON WITH THE REPUBLIC OF
BELARUS ACCESSION TO THE TREATY ON NON-PROLIFERATION OF
NUCLEAR WEAPONS
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The Republic of Belarus, the Russian Federation, the United Kingiom of Great

Britain and Northern Ireland, and the United States of America,

Welcoming the Accession of the Republic of Belarus to the Treaty on the Non-

Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons as a non-nuclear-weapon state,

‘Taking into;account:the commitment of the Republic of Belarus to eliminate all

nuclear weapons from its territory within a specified period of time,

Noting the changes in the world-wide security situation, including the end of the Cold

War, which,have brought about conditions for deep reductions in nuclear forces,

Confirm the following:

1. Thie Rugsian Federation, the United Kingdom of Great Brit:iin and Northern
Ireland, and the United States of America reaffirm their commitment to the
Republic of Belarus, in accordance with the principles of the CSCE Final Act,

to respect the independence and sovereigaty and the existing borders of the

Republic of Belarus.
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()

The Russian Federation, the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland, and the United States of America reaffirm their obligé:tion to refrain
from the threat or use of force against the territorial integrity or political
independénce of the Republic of Belarus, and that none of their weapons will
ever be used against the Republic of Belarus except in self-defense or otherwise

in accordénce with the Charter of the United Nations.

The Russian Federation, the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland, and the United States of America reaffirm their comniitment to the
Republic of Belarus, in accordance with the Principles of the CSCE Final Act,
to refrain from economic coercion designed to subordinate to'their own interest
the exercise by the Republic of Belarus of the rights inherent in its sovereignty

and thus to secure advantages of any kind.:

The Russian Federation, the United Kingdom of Great Britais and Northern
Ireland, and the United States.of America reaffirm their commitment to seek

immediate United Nations Security Council action to provide:assistance to the

Republic of Belarus, as a non-nuclear-weapon state party to the Treaty on the

‘Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapous, if the Republic of Belarus should

become & victim of an act of aggression or an object of a threat of aggression in

which miclear weapons are used.

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The Russian Fedetation, the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland, and the United States of Arerica reaffirm, in the case of the Republic
_ofBelarus, their commitment not to use nuclear weapons against any non-
nuclear-weapon state party to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear
Weapous, except in the case of an attack on themselves, their territories or
depe,ndenf territories, their'armed forces, or their allies, by such a state in

asociation or alliance with a nuclear weapon state.

6.  The Republic of Belarus, the Russian Federation, the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland, and the United States of America will consult in

the event a situation arises which raises a question concerning these

cobnmitments,
